UNIFORM & HAIR POLICY
Introduction & Purpose:
The school uniform is an important part of St. Peter’s Academy’s culturing, serving to unite and create a common school identity. Wearing the school uniform gives the child a sense of belonging and pride in its uniqueness and creates an undeniable sense of entity and unity within the school.

a) Parents who enroll their children at St. Peter’s Academy will ensure that their child/children’s school uniform complies with the policy.

b) All learners are expected to wear the uniform with pride. Uniforms should be kept neat, tidy, clean and in good condition always.

c) To reduce costs, some items of the uniform are available for purchase from the school only. Quality secondhand uniforms are also sold.

d) Children attending school are expected to produce a letter of explanation from their parents. This applies only to temporary situations.

e) Permanent departure from the prescribed school uniform will only be considered upon written request to the SGB with documentation in support of that request.

f) Non - compliance will be managed in terms of the code of conduct.

No jewelry, nail polish or make up are allowed.

No other piercings or tattoos are allowed.

Only navy divider school suitcases are allowed. No backpacks or wheelie suitcases are allowed.

2. Casual Clothing Rules:

2.1
During events that allow the wearing of casual wear, learners should wear neat, presentable clothes. Beachwear, tight fitting clothes, clothes that are see through and too revealing are not allowed.

3. Hair:
The hair focusses on our values of tidiness, respect for oneself and others, and pride in our school. 
· Hair styles should be easy to manage and suitable for being at school.

· Clean, neat, and tidy in consideration for others.

· Out of the face, so that the child can see properly when working and doing sport.

Boys:

· Hair must be clear of the collar and not cover any part of the ear.

· Hair must be above the eyebrows.

· Fashionable or exotic styles are not allowed.

· No fancy cuts or steps are allowed.

· No coloring of hair is allowed.

· No decorative shaved patterns are allowed.

· Natural afro styles must be neat, clean, tidy, and kept short.
Girls:

· Hair must be clear of the collar.
· Hair that is longer than the collar must be tied up and may not hang down the sides of the face or over the eyes.
· No coloring of hair or wearing of wigs are allowed.
· Only natural single braids are allowed, if they are a maximum of 10mm in diameter and kept simple.
· No fancy styled braiding or weaving is allowed.
· Only navy or red hair elastics or ribbons are allowed.
· Natural afro styles must be neat, clean, tidy, and kept short. A maximum of 50mm height is allowed.
· Fashionable hairstyles or any hairstyle likely to cause comment/distraction are unacceptable within the school context.
