HOMEWORK POLICY

· On the first parent evening of the year, guidelines with regards to homework must be given to parents.  Parents need to be made aware of their role and responsibility in this part of their child’s education.

· Parents need to be aware of the contents of the homework policy.

HOMEWORK

Homework should be given to consolidate concepts learnt in the classroom.

· Set homework must be given daily:

Monday – Friday Grade 1-7

· Incomplete work, which the learner should have completed during class time, must be completed at home.

Set homework in the Foundation phase should include the following: 

· Phonics

· Reading

· Tables/bonds

Set homework in the Intermediate / Senior phase should include the following: 

· Spelling and dictation

· Reading

· Project/assignment tasks

· Study work

· Mathematics

HOMEWORK DIARY:

· Homework should be allocated a permanent position on the whiteboard/smart board.

· It is the responsibility of the educator/s teaching the relevant class to ensure that homework is written on the whiteboard/smart board.

· The learner is responsible for writing down homework each day and ensuring that it is done.

· Learners must have homework diaries at school each day.

· Parents are responsible for checking that homework is done daily.

· Parents of learners in Grade 1 – 7 are responsible for signing the homework diary daily.

NEGLECT OF HOMEWORK:

· Refer to the code of conduct.

· Parents are to be contacted by the relevant educator in the event homework is often neglected by a particular learner.

ASSIGNMENTS / PROJECTS TO BE ASSESSED:

Grade 4 – 7 30% of the total mark allocated is to be deducted for each day the assignment / project is late.

· Educators need to ensure that both learners and parents are aware that this forms part of our assessment policy.

· The necessary intervention steps need to be taken and documented by the educator to ensure that the negligence of homework is resolved as for as possible.
